ESONR course of Higher Qualification 
in Interventional Endovascular Neuroradiology

The European School of Neuroradiology  (ESONR) was founded by the ESNR in order to organize 
the training pathway in Neuroradiology, and to deliver the European Certification of Neuroradiology 
in the different branches of this discipline. 
The ESONR Course of Higher Qualification in Interventional Endovascular Neuroradiology is an 
essential part of this training. The complete cycle includes three 3 days courses: Aneurysms, cerebral 
ischemia and Stroke, Arterio-Venous Malformations and Dural Fistulas, Spinal cord and Cervico-
Facial Vascular Diseases. 
These ESONR courses are mainly focused on practical aspects of INR. The spirit of these sessions is 
to complement the Pierre Lasjaunias European Course in Diagnostic and Interventional 
Neuroradiology with theoretical lectures, practical sessions as workshops (cases discussions, video 
demonstrations, PP presentationsÉ) and hands-on training on simulators or animals. The number of 
students is strictly limited to 24 to allow smooth development of these courses and proper interactivity. 
After the complete cycle and adequate training, students should sit the examinations for the 
certification of ÇHigher Qualification in Interventional Endovascular NeuroradiologyÈ.

3rd cycle 2011-2012

The first course will be devoted to endovascular treatment of aneurysms 
and arterial stenosis . It will be held on October 12-14 in the Institute for 
Therapeutic Advancement. Well situated in Villepinte near Roissy 
Charles de Gaulle airport, this centre is well equipped with a modern 
auditorium with all facilities, a flat panel angiographic suite for training 
on a model, and 8 simulators allowing cervical and intracranial 
catheterism and treatments of vascular diseases. 
In order to allow proper interactions and participation, the number of 
attendees is limited to 24 (on a Òfirst come, first servedÓ basis)
For the second and third courses, the group will be split in two 
subgroups of 12 to allow proper use of animal labs.

For each course a fee of 150 euros will be asked to each participant at 
the moment of the registration. The local organization committee will 
take care of all expenses of courses, meals and hotels. The travel costs 
will have to be supported by attendees.
